FOURTH SUNDAY OF ADVENT 

DECEMBER 18, 2011 
 

(Today's Readings: 2 Samuel 7;  1-5, 8b-12, 14a, 16;  Psalm 89:2-3, 
4-5, 27, 29;  Romans 16:25-27;  Luke 1:26-38) 

 

Of all the kings, prophets, and holy men and 
women of ancient Israel who had waited in faithful 
hope for the coming of the promised  Savior, God 
chose to announce his coming to a young woman. 
The message was not proclaimed in a palace or 
even the temple in Jerusalem, but in a backwater 
village called Nazareth. Artists typically show a 
startled or shy Mary, usually seated and partly 
turning away from the heavenly messenger in  

confusion. In a small brightly 
colored painting created over 
a thousand years ago, the 
artist shows something     
entirely different. The angel 
is holding up one hand in 
greeting. Mary is standing up 
and facing him directly with 
both her hands extended  
toward him, as if to welcome 

him. In this encounter between the human and the 
divine, we see again God's capacity to confound 
human expectations. The words of the angelos 
(Greek for messenger) are rich in power and 
promise: "you have found favor with God . . . [your 
child] will be called Son of the Most High . . . he 
will rule over the house of Jacob forever, and of 
his kingdom there will be no end . . . The Holy 
Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the 
Most High will overshadow you" (Luke 1:30, 32, 33, 35).  
 

Because Mary was pure of heart and trusted   
completely, she responded to God with a whole-
hearted "yes." At this point, God broke into our 
world. Through the cooperation of a simple village 
girl, God breathed the air we breathe, walked the 
earth we walk, and experienced our sorrows and 
joys as a human like the rest of us. Everything on 
earth became sanctified because God became 
human. God became flesh in the Son, Jesus 
Christ, born of Mary. The world would never be the 
same again. The time is here to let him into our 
hearts and change us completely.

STEWARDSHIP A WAY OF LIFE NEWS IN OUR DIOCESE 
ST. LOUIS CATHOLIC HIGH SCHOOL is seeking   
nominations for membership to their Hall of Fame.

Probably nothing challenges a Christian steward’s 
use of time as much as the seasons of Advent and 
Christmas.  Each year, we marvel at the irony of it: 
a time to honor and ponder God’s great mystery, 
the Incarnation, somehow falls prey to a time of 
stressful shopping, endless “to do” lists, strained 
checkbooks, and guilt over what’s not getting done. 
Sometimes those nonstop Christmas tunes begin to 
grate on our senses. How does the Christian   
steward answer this challenge to devote time to 
reflection and prayer while incorporating the best 
and most fruitful of our cultural traditions into this 
festive season?  
 

 Set aside a special time of reflection for         
determining what your priorities for the season 
will be. 

 Read the Christmas story in the Gospel of Saint 
Luke.  

 Ask God to help you know what is the most 
generous and beneficial use of time in God’s 
service during this season.  

 Don’t be afraid to cross things off your “must 
do” list if they add stress to what should be a 
peaceful time. Ask God which traditions are  
life-giving for you, and be bold enough to leave 
the others behind. 

 

“I just don’t have time,” is the frequent lament of 
the holiday season. But the Christian steward is 
aware that we all have the same amount of time, 
and to each is given an opportunity of returning the 
first fruits of that time back to God. The season of     
Advent offers just such a grace-filled opportunity.
