SECOND SUNDAY OF ADVENT 

DECEMBER 4, 2011 

 

(Today's Readings: Isaiah 40:1-5, 9-11; Psalm 85;  
2 Peter 3:8-14; Mark 1:1-8) 

 

St. Peter gives us a characteristic of God that we 
normally do not think about. He tells us that for 
God, "a day is like a thousand years and a      
thousand years like one day." (1 Pt 3:8) Because 
early Christians sometimes complained that Jesus' 
second coming has been delayed, Peter is trying 
to tell us that what seems like a long time to us is 
nothing to God.  
 

Like the early Christians, we may wonder how long 
it will take for God to answer our prayers. You may 
be praying for someone who is looking for a job, a 
sick relative, an end to abortion or world peace. 
Some prayers require us to change and we may 
not be ready. 
 

What Peter means is that a thousand years is not 
too long for God if someone needs that long to  
repent. God is far more patient than we are. God 
has been "waiting" over 2000 years for us to 
preach the gospel to all nations. He has been  
waiting for millennia for people to give up war as a 
means for solving our problems. He has been 
waiting since the beginning of the human race for 
us to learn how to love our neighbors. 
 

We might not be as patient as God but we can 
help. St. Peter says that we are not just waiting for 
the Lord's return, we are hastening it. When we 
make a choice that is based on faith, rather than 
selfish reasons, we make it a little easier for     
people to believe in God. Jesus is the light of the 
world; he asks us to let our light shine, so that  
people can see Jesus in us. May our light "prepare 
the way of the Lord." (Mk 1:3)
