SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
JANUARY 15, 2012

(Today's Readings: 1 Sm 3:3b-10, 19; Ps 40:2, 4, 7-10; 1
Cor 6:13c-15a, 17-20; Jn 1:35-42 )

In each of the Lectionary’s three cycles, the
Second Sunday in Ordinary Time features not the
year’s synoptic evangelist (in Year B, Mark), but a
passage from the Gospel of John that subtly points
toward the Lord’s passion, reminding us that
discipleship requires baptism into Jesus’ death
and resurrection. Today, John the Baptist declares
Jesus ‘the Lamb of God” (John 1:36), prompting two
disciples to leave him and follow Jesus. Jesus
asks them the same question that has opened
every baptismal rite from time immemorial: “What
are you looking for?” (1:38). When they ask Jesus
where he is staying (1:38)and go to stay with him
(1:39), they are not seeking lodging. More intense
than our English “to stay,” the Greek means ‘to
abide” or “remain with.” Thus in his Last Supper
narrative, John, using the same Greek, has Jesus
ask the disciples to abide in him, to abide in his
love (15:4, 9-10). After “abiding” with Jesus the rest of
that first day (1:39), Andrew hastens to the first task
of anyone who has discovered Jesus: finding
someone with whom to share his discovery: “‘We
have found the Messiah!” (ohn 1:41). Andrew
matches words to deeds, both telling Simon and
bringing Simon to meet Jesus personally (1:42).

This week’'s OIld Testament “match” and
preparation for the Gospel features Samuel's
vocation story, a call personal and persistent,
prompting Samuel’s response, every disciple’s
perfect prayer: “Speak, Lord, for your servant is
listening” (1 Samuel 3:9-10).

This week’s second reading, not matched to the
other two scriptures, relates indirectly to them,
presenting personal chastity as a demand of
authentic discipleship, an appropriate counsel as
we approach the Day of Prayer and Penance for
the anniversary of Roe v. Wade (January 23, 2012).
